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You may be refused membership if you:

· Do not adhere to the ethos and values of the partnership or  your ethos and values are in conflict with those of the partnership

· Have a strong political affiliation

· Are a private individual

· Provide services which are offered in such a way that young people may be excluded (includes charging for services)

Membership applications will be refused if the Trustees consider this to be in the best interests of the charity.  If your application is not successful the Company Secretary will contact you within 21 days of the decision.  You will be allowed to make one appeal in writing against a refusal any decision made by the Trustees regarding the appeal will be final.

 Membership will be terminated if your organisation: ceases to exist; makes an application in writing to resign membership; has any sum of money owing to the partnership that is not paid within 6 months of it being due; or if Trustees resolve that to remove a member is in the best interests of the partnership.  In the event that Trustees are to consider the removal of a member, the member will be given 21 days notice of the meeting at which this will be discussed and will be invited to make an appeal at that meeting.  The Trustees decision will be final.
